● Document and share student learning and experiences in weekly newsletters and visual displays
● Lead the development of classroom cultures that foster relationships, student learning, student inquiry, critical

thinking and advocacy
● Facilitate two conferences per year
● Attend four all-school events per year
● Advocate with, and on behalf of, students and families
● Monitor and share student progress, educationally and socially, to students and families
● Implement restorative practices to address conflict
● Monitor students in and out of the classroom/school building
● Attend and engage in staff meetings, professional development trainings, and professional collaboration time
● Seek, reflect on and learn from feedback
● Support the operational work of the school
